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Main takeaways from the discussions with CSOs

Findings: CSO representatives who had experience in monitoring committees generally
confirmed the main findings of the Centre for the Study of Democracy’s report on ‘The role of
national bodies with a human rights remit in ensuring fundamental rights compliance of EU funds
— Bulgaria’, particularly the perceived lack of agency within monitoring committees and the
tendency to only discuss objections raised (if any) rather than a substantial discussion on
fundamental rights compliance. CSOs who had no experience in monitoring committees noted the
lack of awareness how EU funds work as one of the barriers to their entry. The seminar discussion
also served for peer-to-peer exchange of experiences on how different monitoring committees
work in practice. All agreed that further training was needed on these technical topics.

Recommendations: CSO representatives agreed on the following main recommendations:

+ Further efforts should be made to increase the capacity of both CSOs and public authorities
to implement the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights and the UN CRPD;

+ Further training on the functioning of the funds and the application of the two instruments -
the Charter and the CRPD - is needed for both CSOs and public authorities;

+ There is a need to enhance knowledge and sensitivity of fundamental rights among experts in
the new units coordinating EU funds in Bulgaria within the Ministry of Finance;

¢+ The complaints mechanism needs to be better publicised, especially through the
communication component of the EU programmes and the available network of district
information centres.
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
